


Boston University tasked Beynon Sports with 
reconstructing their 200M banked track and re-
surfacing the indoor Track and Tennis Center. They 
wanted the best surfaces available, fully customized 
and IAAF certi�ed. And they wanted it all – about 
55,000 square feet – designed, manufactured, 
constructed, and IAAF force reduction tested, in just 
six weeks. 

Beynon Sports answered the call, providing BU with 
three IAAF certi�ed surfaces and textures to match 
the speci�c functional uses of the facility. On time 
and under budget. Speci�cs of the installed surfaces:  

�	� Customized BSS 1000 13mm track & �eld surface 
for the oval and throw area. The surface’s force 
reduction was TUNED to meet IAAF performance 
standards and maximize speed and trainability.

	� Hobart Textured BSS 2000 in the sprint and 
tennis courts to maximize speed and control while 
accommodating the multifunctional uses of the 
facility.

	� High-performance BSS 3000 track surface in 
the jogging areas to maximize trainability and 
minimize fatigue and make the facility green.

Beynon’s goal was to provide sport surfaces 
that would enable the Terriers to train hard, run 
fast, and refresh the look of the Track and Tennis 
Center all while ensuring the highest level of 
workmanship from the BSS installation team.
